We have had a “Happy Me” week in school to promote and happy and healthy body and mind.  As part of both the PSHE and Computing curriculum the children are taught about internet safety and how we can keep ourselves safe online and the key rules to remember when using the internet.
Tuesday 5th February is Safer Internet Day.  This is a day where schools throughout the country reinforce e-safety through various assemblies and activities.  As part of our Happy Me week we all had a day where children used different resources to reinforce the important rules linked to            e-safety. 
On this day I have seen Tweets from classes where the children have been recorded delivering e-safety messages themselves.  I attended an assembly in year 2 about e-safety which reinforced all aspects of the KS1 e-safety curriculum.  The children were keen to answer questions and could give their own ideas about why each of these rules are important and keep us safe.
To ensure that all staff had appropriate resources to teach the children with on Internet Safety Day I set up a new folder on the r-drive called 2019 Esafety resources.  This contained powerpoints to share with the children, assemblies, stories and activities to use which were appropriate for our young age of children.
As a school we have celebrated Internet safety day but all staff are aware that this needs to be addressed throughout the year and referred to continually when we use the internet in school.
Resources have been added to the class pages of the schools website for children and parents to access at home.
