Application forms will be reviewed and successful candidates will be invited to an interview
day. The day is designed to bring the best out in candidates and find out about their skills
and knowledge which will enable them to become a great teacher. The interview day
consists of the following elements:

Please note, for the purposes of initial teacher training, level 2 numeracy and literacy
gualifications are not considered as equivalent to GCSE grade C in Mathematics or English.
